3. Reforms to that effect appropriate to
each  jurisdiction’s system should be
encouraged and considered.

4. The judiciary and lawyers should
always adhere to the highest ethical standards
in seeking a fair, just, economic and effective
resolution of disputes.

5. There is also a possibility that national
and international arbitrations or other forms of
alternative dispute resolution can supplement
the role of the courts.

6. Further discussions should take place
with in the IBA in the future to develop more
detailed resolutions.
